Furthermore, the following guidelines have been issued regarding the Elective
Courses, the criteria for passing them, and eligibility to appear in the end-semester and
Practical examinations for BAMS students of the 2021 batch and subsequent batches :

1. Students are required to pass at least three (3) elective courses during each
Professional year. In addition, they must have successfully completed at least nine (9)
elective courses before they are eligible to appear in the Third Professional University
Examination.

2. Qualifying in a minimum of three (3) elective courses during each professional year is
not a prerequisite for appearing in the First and Second Professional University
Examinations.

3. If a student fails to pass the minimum three elective courses during the concerned
professional year but passes them in subsequent professional years, the marks
obtained in those elective courses will not be added to the marks of the viva voce
(viva-voce examination) of the respective subjects. o ‘,\NV’
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STEPS FOR DOUBLE AND THIRD VALUATION

1. Double Valuation:

An answer script will be evaluated by two independent evaluators

Situation A

4 After double valuation, in case of variation between both the scores are up to 19% of
the total marks, then average of both the scores will be considered as the final score.

4+ In case of fractional scores if the fraction is 0.5 or above it is rounded off to the next
highest digit and If the fraction is below 0.5 it is rounded off to the lower digit value.

Situation B

& At the end of double valuation, if the variation between two independent scores is’Z(}%
and above of the Maximum marks, then such scripts should be considered for Third
Valuation.

1t is to be noted that at least one of the scores among two should be 35% of the
maximum marks.

2. Third Valuation:
A third independent evaluator/assessor evaluates such scripts (situation B} and assigns the

score,
3. After third valuation:

Average of the higher of two scores among all three valuations is considered as the
final score.
